and enthusiasts for reptiles and amphibians. Arasiagly diverse group, it

includes frogs and toads, salamanders, lizard$gs$utortoises and snakes. In
Fairfax County, there is simply no other naturaaawith as impressive an array of herps
as Huntley Meadows Park. Several species are foerelin larger numbers than any-
where else in Northern Virginia. In addition, wevha state threatened turtle, two south-
ern frog species at the northern edge of theirgamgl more unusual snakes than any other parksiaria.

Their calls and high visibility make the partogs some of the more popular herps. Huntleyplealsaps the
largest population of Southern Leopard Frogs incthenty. Having them here at all is impressive astl¢y is close
to the northern tip of their range. They disapmpackly just north and west of the park. Anotheeaes of the park
living at the very northern end of its range is @reen Tree Frog. A denizen of southern swampsgaiige has
expanded to include Huntley in just the past tearyen fact, visiting naturalists have doubted assertions that
they are quite common in the park. We've had ta@pee photographs to prove our case. Stroll dowmdaedwalk
anytime from May to September and you'll see Sauttheopard Frogs. To hear Green Tree Frogs at iediht,
walk the wetland on a June evening. You'll be bawea by their raucous calls.

Turtles are also a visitor favorite. Besithess common painted and
shapping turtles, we have two very special spabigsare found together in
only two other sites in Northern Virginia. One, thod Turtle, is a state
threatened species. A turtle of New England anadréhern mid-Atlantic, it's
at the southern edge of its range here. The Spdtigte, shunning the heat o
summer, is often seen from the boardwalk in spaindg fall.

Lastly, my favorite herp group — snakes. Iddsky beneficial, almost
entirely harmless, beautiful, elegant and surpgigidelicate, these misunderstood animals areriatog to watch
and a joy to have around. Huntley is arguably t& park for snakes in this part of the state. ldymot only has
healthy populations of black rat, black racer, ment water and eastern garter snakes, but alsdbjodee largest
population of eastern ribbon snakes in the D.Ga.dvtore exciting is the fact that eastern hogneastern king and
rough green snakes are relatively common here alkesanthusiast could go for years without seeirygohthese
species. All three are seen here every year, edlgebe green snakes as they hang out aroundaaedwalk. King
and hognose snakes are especially rare in theycodnituntley, you're likely to see them sunninglogs along the
Cedar Trail or hunting through the meadows offltilee-Bike Trail.

To learn more about these scaly, songifilkeeb-footed,
egg-laying marvels, check out our summer snakerprog, evening summer wetland strolls or our ongpidx
manager walk and talks. To help preserve thesalbdicritters, keep cats inside, reduce your mowaimdypesticide
use and refrain from collecting wild herps. Spréeglword that these imperiled creatures are baitirfating and
valuable to have as neighbors!

Two Lefige Solitary and
one Spotted were the sandpipers present. Amongighéeen warbler species found were Blue-wingedsriveating,
Prairie, Palm, and some Yellow-breasted Chats, it hopefully be nesting in the meadow. Notasightings
included Bald Eagle, Swainson’s and Hermit Thréghgerican Coot, American Bittern and three flyovem@non
Loons seen by an eagle-eyed Larry Cartwright.

The most numerous species were Blue-gray @tadters (102), Red-eyed Vireos (85), Red-wingeaiimds (84)
and Yellow-rumped Warblers (67). Eighteen othercégs were spotted only once, some of which wereraurprising
in their scarcity. These included Rock Pigeon,-Beduldered Hawk, Ruby-throated Hummingbird, Rugckbird,
Brown Thrasher, Hairy Woodpecker and Black VultiBelieve me, we were happy for each bird we fouthen we
were finished, the four teams of staff and volurgded tallied 95 species, thirteen shy of theneset in 2004.
